I have purposely omitted the lists

of remedies said to be indicated by

certain pathological names, because I

do not believe in such prescribing.

If the totality of the symptoms is

covered by a certain remedy it will

cure no matter whether the name of

the malady be catalepsy, eclampsia or

epilepsy.
